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	Context:
	Educational assistants plan and organize activities for curriculum delivery for school-age children under the supervision of the classroom teacher. They assist educators and other parent volunteers leading children in activities to stimulate and develop their intellectual, physical, and emotional growth. They are employed in child-care centres, elementary and secondary schools, and centres for exceptional children. Boards of education are the largest employers of educational assistants.  
You will use the knowledge and skills that you acquired in your English, College Preparation course (ENG4C) and your Cooperative Education placement component to assist students in a Grade 3 class, either one-on-one or in small groups. The focus of your work with students will be to help develop reading, writing, and comprehension skills by assisting them with their learning and in completing assignments. You will prepare activity centres, classroom displays, and bulletin boards; choose materials and organize supplies for lessons; and assist in the correction of work. You will research how students learn to read and write and will incorporate a variety of strategies into your planning. Throughout your placement, you will have the opportunity to work with a small group of students in a reading group, recording, monitoring, and reporting on their progress.

	Note: 
For this two-credit course, all of the subtasks build to the student being able to complete Culminating Task A and Culminating Task B. These sub-tasks are considered when determining 70% of the final grade.

· Provide the student with access to: 

- information on school board policies regarding use of physical touch and force;
- information on Board and Ministry policies about health and safety procedures and reporting injuries;
- appropriate resources.

	Sub-task A: Read Alouds
You will prepare and deliver a ‘read aloud’ to the entire class. 

Examine several books that might be suitable to read. Think about the format and style of the books. Look for books that will engage the students.

Choose three books and rank them as your first, second, and third choice. 
· In a short outline, present your choices with reasons for selecting these books. With the teacher, agree on the book that you will present first. 

Read the book to the class, using whatever supports you might need for students to understand the story. 

After reading the book, write a reflection on your story time, including your thoughts on the students’ involvement in the activity, the types of questions you created, student understanding, and notes for the next time you are asked to do a similar activity with the class. 

Discuss the read aloud with your supervisor, and include his/her anecdotal comments.
Submit a written summary of the results of your read aloud to your Co-op teacher. Include your reflective piece in the summary.
	
	· Observe the teacher during story time in the classroom.

· Practise reading the book. 
In your outline of the three books that you chose, include the following:

· information you think the students already know about the subject/theme

· questions that you will ask before reading the book to determine the students’ prior knowledge

· questions that you will ask as you read or after you read the book to ensure comprehension
· an indication of how you think the format and style of the book will engage the students, e.g., pictures, repetition, rhyming words

	Sub-task B: Researching Reading Strategies

Using a variety of resources, gather information on reading and comprehension strategies appropriate for this grade level.
Choose four reading and comprehension strategies.
Prepare three activities for your small group of students, using a variety of these strategies.

Create a chart listing the students’ names, the names of books they have read, the strategies you have used with them, and the most successful strategy for each student.
Record why you think particular strategies and resources work for individual students.
Document this information on the chart throughout the term as you work with these students.  
	
	· Document your sources carefully. You may find that one strategy does not work for all the students in your small group. Try the strategies and note which ones work best for each student. 
· Speak with the classroom teacher to identify the reading and comprehension strategies he or she commonly uses with success.
· Write ‘cue cards’ for students to use if they forget which strategy they need to work with.
· Update your chart each time you work with the students. It should include how the student is progressing through a book, the number of pages read in one session, the number of books read over the term.

	Sub-task C:  Wall Display

Research a topic that the teacher assigns for a wall display. Use a variety of resources to gather information and supporting display materials (e.g., photographs, posters, charts, graphs, newspaper articles, magazine articles).
Create the display using the materials you have gathered or created yourself.

Add to the display as the class studies the topic.

Invite your Co-op teacher to view your display and explain your choices about the information used.
Discuss with your supervisor the students’ reactions to the material and the topic being studied.
	
	· Photograph the display when it is done so the teacher knows what was included for the next time.
· The reasons for your choices should include the visual appeal of the display and the “readability” of material presented.

	Sub-task D: Writing Activity Centre

Create a writing activity centre for all students to use. Assemble resources and objects that might help students choose a topic for their writing.

Assist the students with their writing at the centre. 
Record centre activities, including student reactions to the material, as part of your summary for the teacher.
Prepare a summary outlining the resources available at the centre. In the summary, sort the resources by level of difficulty and indicate why you chose them.
Report back to the teacher the success of various resources and why you think the students focused on them. Include your summary of resources available.
	
	· The centre should have books, posters, pictures, videos, props, electronic materials, and magazines of interest to boys and girls at this grade level. 
· Find models in texts for the students to use when deciding about which topic to write.

· Record those items the students found most interesting and used frequently, whether boys or girls chose the item, and what kind of writing they produced.


	Sub-task E: Oral Report – Writing a play, poem, or story

Write a play, story, or poem with your small group of students to explain why bullying on the school playground is not allowed.

Review the writing process and prepare activities to present each step to your group.

Use various props and devices to support the group in the writing process.

Develop the piece over several days, editing and revising, as required.

Have the group present their efforts to the class. 
Prepare an oral report to present to your Co-op teacher and classroom supervisor.

In your oral report, refer to the students’ final written product. Include the following: 

· why a particular writing strategy worked, using specific examples from your classroom experience with this project
· other observations that you feel are important to explain the final outcome of the writing experience
· Submit the final product of the students’ work.
	
	· Keep notes on the writing process and the steps involved for students at this level.

· List the props and devices you used to move your group along.

· Ask the students for their ideas on the project.
In a journal, record the steps you took to keep the project on track, the results obtained, and your thoughts on what worked and what didn’t.

· Invite your Co-op supervisor to see the presentation by the students.



	Culminating Task A: Report – Reading and Writing Strategies

For the semester you have been gathering information about reading and writing strategies from various sources and recording their effectiveness as you used them in the classroom. 
Consider the small group of students you worked with in Sub-task 2. Use the progress made by this group of students to form the basis of your report on various strategies you have researched and used in the classroom.

In your report offer your opinion as to whether you think individual students have made progress with respect to their writing and reading. Indicate why you think the students have made this progress.

Talk with the supervisor about your work with the students over the semester and the material included in your report. Ask for feedback in the form of anecdotal comments and write them on your report before giving it to your Co-op teacher.
	
	· Questions to Consider: 
–  Do they appear to enjoy reading/writing more? 

–  Do they write/read more? 
–  Do they have fewer errors? 

–  Do they want to do more reading/writing? Why or why not?
· Include specific strategies and examples of how you used them with the students. You might ask the students themselves.



	Culminating Task B:  Newsletter

Create a class newsletter to communicate with parents/guardians some of the reading and writing activities that you have participated in with the students. 
Include a description of each activity, the purpose for the activity, and some student comments about the activity.

Consider the format and style of the newsletter, ensuring it is appropriate and appealing for the intended audience.

In a discussion with your supervisor, present your reasons for including the material and for presenting it in the format you chose. 
	
	· Study previous class newsletters.

· Collect pictures, art work, and student comments about each activity over time to use in the newsletter.
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
