	Description of the Placement Situation

	The placement is a Junior Kindergarten/Senior Kindergarten elementary school classroom setting. The teacher provides a learning environment for 3- to 5-year-old children either on half day or alternate full days. The classroom provides a variety of different learning centres including a reading centre, a sand/water centre, kitchen centre, dress-up centre, and building centre. The elementary school is open 5 days a week and includes a staff consisting of administration, E.C.E., primary, junior, and senior teachers.
The student will have opportunities to apply learning from the Parenting course (HPC3O) and the Cooperative Education placement by assisting the teacher and students in a variety of classroom activities.

Note: The work performed by the student could also take place in a daycare centre.
