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	Context:
	People interact with children throughout their lives. The role we play in relation to children is very important because it is this relationship that nurtures children and shapes them into healthy adults in healthy relationships.

Your placement will provide you with the opportunity to observe children interacting with adults and children interacting with each other.
You will also have an opportunity to work with children in their early years to apply the knowledge and skills acquired in your Living and Working with Children course (HPW3C) and your Cooperative Education placement component. Based on your experiences at the placement, you will evaluate techniques and strategies used to shape behaviour in young children and draw conclusions about what is effective.

	Teacher Notes

	Note:
For this two-credit course, all of the subtasks build to the student being able to complete Culminating Task A and Culminating Task B. These sub-tasks are considered when determining 70% of the final grade.

Set specific timelines for the completion of the discrete parts of this Rich Task:
· In the first 5 weeks, students should accomplish Sub-task A.

· In the next 2 weeks, students should complete Sub-task B.

· The following 5 weeks, students should complete Sub-task C.

· In the next 2 weeks, students should complete Sub-task D.

· Culminating task takes 4-5 weeks to complete.

Review the task with the teacher from the related course to confirm the guidelines for social science research as it applies to sample size.


	Task: Observation Experience and Activity Planning
	
	Student Notes

	Sub-task A

Over a 5-week period, observe adults and children interacting with each other.

Describe any misbehaviours of the children observed.

Identify the strategies used by the adults to encourage positive behaviour.

Record your observations. Include both notes and statistics based on how frequently the technique is used.

Choose an appropriate written format that includes a chart with the following headings: number of children observed, age, gender, misbehaviour observed, technique used, whether or not the desired outcome was achieved.
Submit your written observations to your Co-op teacher.
	
	Hints for observing children:
· Choose a time for observing the children when you are not taking part in the activity so you can view the details of the action.

· Watch children in typical settings and activities.

· When you observe, focus on only one child at a time.

Use a clipboard to hold your paper and record what you see as soon as possible. Include all details.

Record your observations on sticky notes and use a notebook to record your anecdotal comments.

	Sub-task B
Based on your observations and your own interaction with children at the placement, evaluate the benefits of each technique and strategy used in encouraging positive behaviour.
Communicate the results of your inquiries using a format that allows you to present your conclusions effectively.
	
	In your analysis include examples of what the child was doing to support the recorded findings.

The size of the sample should be large enough to draw conclusions. 

	Sub-task C
Over a 5-week period, observe children interacting with each other.
Describe the interaction, using the following questions as a guide:
· Do they play together?
· Do they play beside each other?
· Do they play alone?
· Do they share?
· What conflicts do they engage in with other children?
Note and record strategies children use to get their way.
Choose a method and form that allows you to communicate their behaviour effectively. Confirm your choice with your Co-op teacher.
Submit your written observations to your Co-op teacher.
	
	

	Sub-task D
Based on your observations and interactions, prepare a written report explaining the behaviour of the young children, referring to two child development theories that you have studied.
	
	

	Culminating Task A
Describe advice, from a variety of media, given to parents/caregivers regarding the issues/challenges they face in socializing children, e.g., radio, television, Internet, magazines, newspapers, how-to books.

Compare this advice to two child development theories from your related course.
Evaluate the advice given, referring to your experience at the placement and the theories of child development studied in your related course, e.g., Coloroso’s, Dreikur’s.
Record the results of your inquiries using a 
three-column chart with the following headings:
· Media Advice

· Child Development Theories

· Evaluation

Orally present the findings that you recorded in your chart. Be prepared to answer questions. 
	
	Ask your Co-op teacher to review the data from your three-column chart prior to your oral presentation.

	Culminating Task B
Produce a mock-up of a pamphlet that could be used by members of the Babysitters’ Club.

Provide advice on how to deal with particular situations babysitters might face when caring for young children. Include:

· techniques and strategies to encourage positive behaviour in children; 

· ways to encourage children to play nicely with each other; 

· effective ways to deal with misbehaviour.
In your pamphlet, ask and answer a series of questions about child behaviour. The answers should provide advice on dealing effectively with situations that involve guiding and dealing with child behaviour.

Present the pamphlet mock-up to a group of Grade 8 students. 
Record their feedback on the usefulness, format, and content of the mock-up.

Make an oral presentation to your Co-op teacher, focusing on the following:

· why you chose these specific questions
· why you chose the advice you gave in answering the questions
· a summary of the feedback from the focus group
· revisions you would make to the mock-up and the reason for these revisions
	
	Consider using a fold-out format for your pamphlet so that readers see the questions and then the answers (advice) when they open the fold.
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
